Welcome to Minsk

State Scientific Institution "The Center for Belarusian Culture, Language and Literature Research NAS of Belarus" has the honor to invite you to the International Scientific Congress of Belarusian culture to be held 5-6 May 2016 in Minsk (Belarus).

The culture is always one of the most significant institutions of the country in all periods of the socio-political and socio-economic life. The globalization processes, challenges and conflicts of the present acute actualize the problem of national cultures and traditions of the peoples to preserve. The historical and cultural heritagepreservation, scientific analysis of the current state of national culture and it’s development prospects is the main system objective to ensure the stability and prosperity for the independent Belarus. An Ability to contribute understanding and promotingthe Belarussian culture, to bear a hand in development and improvement of modern integrated cultural strategy, boost political, economic and legal culture at different levels of the social system presented to the participants of the congress. The culture of any nation embraces both tangible and intangible manifestations of human creativity, which together originate a unique system of ethnic and national identity. This cultural and spiritual space is organized with the help of not only written messages but also "mnemonicsymbols", forming the innermost layer of the collective memory. These include natural and man-made objects and actions (rituals, celebrations) associated with them. Therefore, one of the most important tasks for the congress participants in the study of Belarusian culture - to prevent replication of unprofessional and erroneous interpretations of the cultural heritage, resisting penetration borrowed, often anti-humanist, elements of popular culture.
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The scientific program

Congress Meetings will include reports on the sessions, regulation 20 minutes (including questions and discussion). Presentations will be grouped by topical community. A poster session is planned. Each participant may only make one report, but one may be a co-author of the reports to prepare any number of poster presentations.

Sessions of the Congress
Architecture and design. Contemporary architecture of Belarus is based on the best national traditions development embodied in the best samples of Belarusian cultic, palace and park and also civil architecture XI-XX centuries. However, the modern architecture of Belarus is characterized by creativity, innovative technology combines smart design and advanced materials.
Fine and applied arts. Fine art of Belarus is characterized by active pioneer work searching for new ideas, the coexistence of different styles both the continuity of traditions. It is necessary to discuss the enhancement of the art critics role, which should be more deeply comprehend the new directions of art, to watch the birth of innovative artistic concepts. The session is dedicated to the 120th anniversary of the Nikolai Duchitsa birth, Belarusian painter and graphic artist; 60th anniversary of artist Vladimir Maslennikov.

Monumental art. Monumental art expresses the ideals of the state the most fully and clearly. Artistic images embodied monumental artists not only glorify those or other historical figures - is primarily a public memory of his past. It is a monumental sculpture gives cities and historical places of uniqueness, popularity, makes them more memorable and aesthetically rich.

Film and video art. The acute problem of the Belarusian screenwriting, which could become a pillar of the national cinema. Congress participants should pay attention to the development of the scientific concept of the national cinema development and the national feature filmsrepertoire. The session is dedicated to the 90th anniversary of of the first Belarusian film "Forest Story", 90th anniversary of Belarusian cameraman Oleg Tikhonovich Avdeev, the 80th anniversary of Belarusian filmmaker Victor Turov Timofeyevich, the 75th anniversary of the Belarusian State Film Photo and Phono Documents Archive establishment, 140 anniversary of Belarusian and Polish master of art photography of Jan Bulgak.

Musical art. One of the main challenges facing members of the Congress in the current conditions - is the preservation and development of great traditions of native composer, musical performance and ballet schools that were formed in previous years. Belarusian composer, performing, ballet and vocal school is able to compete with European and international schools, especially in the field of academic, classical art. It requires solving the problem of domestic show business, promotion of national pop art. The session is dedicated to the 120th anniversary of Belarusian conductor and composer Anton Mikhailovich Volynchika, 75th anniversary of Belarusian musician, founder of the ensemble "Pesnyary" Vladimir Mulyavin, the 25th anniversary of the international art festival "Slavic Bazaar in Vitebsk".

Theatre Arts. There is a need for active efforts to find new content and a new scenic language in the reflection of reality, reconsideration of the place functions as a theatrical art in public relations. It requires attention to the promotion of theatrical culture of Belarus, development of international relations, the theater festival movement in the country and abroad, genre professionalization, improve composerand performance skills . The session is dedicated to the 90th anniversary of an actor, People's Artist of Belarus Nikolai Eremenko.

Professional creative unions. The purpose of a professional creative union - not only legal and social protection of its members, but also some activities on national literature and artdevelopment, cultural traditions and art schoolspreservation, the expansion of international cultural relations, enhance the prestige of creative trades. The strategic objective is the development of creative unions of original Belarusian culture and art, the artists national consciousness formation is the key problem, the solution of which will allow the Belarusian professional art successfully develop in the space of the XXI century.

National culture and language. Language is one of the main signs of the ethical and spiritual heritage of a nation, the foundation and the most important part of its culture. Cultural development of the Belarusian nation requires an active cultural and linguistic activities of the state and society. The main direction of such activity is the preservation and development of the Belarusian language as the original form of the national culture in all aspects of its operation (in art, art education, family life, etc.) and the basics of self-consciousness of the Belarusian people.

National Literature. It should be an active force in the search for new content and new forms of reflection, redefining the role of literature in society. It requires attention the problem of promoting the Belarusian literature. The session is dedicated to the 175th birth anniversary of of Polish writer Eliza Orzeszkowa 165th anniversary of the poet Yanka Lucina, 140-year birth anniversary of the Belarusian poet Tsiotka (Aloisa Pashkevich), the 130th birth anniversary of the of writer Źmitrok Biadula, 125- anniversary of the Belarusian poet Maxim Adamovich Bogdanovich, 120-year anniversary of the national writer of Belarus Kondrat Nettle, the 120th birth anniversary of the writer Mikhas Cheroty 95-year anniversary of the national writer of Belarus Ivan Melezh, 95th anniversary People's Writer of Belarus Ivan Shamyakin, the 85th birth anniversary of the writer Neil Gilevich, the 80th anniversary of Belarusian writer Yanka Sipakova 80-th anniversary of the poet, writer, screenwriter, theater critic Gennady Buraukin,

Belarusian regionalculture. The peculiarity of the Belarusian national culture is its regional diversity, which is a source of new forms and basis for the development of professional and folk art. In Belarus highlighted six major cultural regions: Dnieper, Poneman, Eastern Polesie, Western Polesie, Lakeland (Po’ozerie) and Central region. Congress participants are offered the following fieldsfor discussion: the preservation of regional cultural traditions; creating an optimal infrastructure taking into account local cultures mix of national and regional trends; ethnological study of regional cultures in the scientific, educational and local lore levels; development and perfection the forms, methods, ways, means to broadcast regional cultural traditions for descendants.

Ethnic communities’ culture. The cultural space of Belarus is a diverse set of cultures of ethnic communities: Belarusians, Russians, Poles, Ukrainians, Lithuanians, Latvians, Tatars, Jews and others. While maintaining their national identity, they are all included in the national cultural space of Belarus. Congress participants will be able to identify similarities in the historically formed coexistence and interaction of cultures of national communities to the culture of the Belarusians, noting their free cultural orientation and integration into a national cultural space.

Belarusian Diaspora in the world, ethno-cultural processes, history and modernity. Modern Belarusian ethnology extends the scope of it’s research for the whole Belarusian nation, regardless of frontiers, and the study of diaspora is becoming one of the most important areas of work, which confirms the adoption in 2012 of the State program "Belarusians in the World". Belarusian Diaspora in the world accumulates an important experience in the preservation of national and cultural identity, which should be thoroughly examined with a view to its further use.

Historical and cultural heritage, museums, national parks. Congress participants are given the opportunity to discuss issues relating to the scope of protection the historical and cultural heritage, which are based on the recognition of the historical and cultural heritage a factor in the development of the state, to determine the degree of responsibility of the state in the preservation of historical and cultural heritage, as well as to consider the possibility of participation of citizens in the protection of historical and cultural heritage.

Traditional culture. Authentic forms of traditional culture require special attention and specific approaches. First of all it concerns the authentic culture of its living forms that are most acutely aware of the destructive effects of globalization, mass culture and urbanization. Material form of traditional folk culture of the Belarusians are represented in decorative arts, crafts and arts. The session is dedicated to the 155th birth anniversary of the ethnographer, folklorist, linguist-Slavist Efim Fedorovich Kara, 110th anniversary of scientist-historian, archaeologist, anthropologist, ethnographer, writer, writer, translator Nikolay Vlaschika.

2. Scope of the report together with the abstract, images, applications, circuits, etc. - No more than 8 A4 pages, Times New Roman, 14 pt, one and a half line spacing, type - rtf Microsoft Word.

3. Abstract in Russian and English of no more than 700 characters (including spaces).

The main text: justification, font Arial, 12 pt, without titles, without references, quotations, drawings.
