Report Requirements

The report is up to 7 pages (15,000 characters with spaces) typed in Word for Windows, saved in RTF format at 1.5 intervals in Times New Roman 14.

On the first line on the right there are the initials and surname of the author and the city. The next line is the title of the report (in capital letters). The text of the report with a standard indent is written across the line.

References are given in the text in square brackets. The first number is a number from the list of references, the following numbers are pages. E.g.: [4, p. 125].

The bibliography, if any, is given after the main text in alphabetical order.

The text of the report is also accompanied by information about the author (full name and initials, academic degree, academic title, place of work, city, country).
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
